Thoughts on Wildlife. Look out for our second banner and face masks of wild animals made by the Beavers, Cubs, Scouts and adults at 10th Worcester
The reading - The book of Genesis in the Bible tells us about of the beauty of creation.  The Beaver Scouts, Cub Scouts and Scouts at Crown East thought about the species of wildlife that are threatened and made face masks.   Look out for the facemasks of the endangered creatures, we made leopards, etc, etc.

So now in the 21st Century many animals are endangered and their habitats have either been destroyed or under threat. We need to take steps to protect them.  Here are a few bleak facts:

1) At the beginning of the 20th Century there were about 100 000 tigers roaming the forests & vast plains of Asia – today there are fewer than 5 000.  Illegal tiger hunting is the greatest threat.

2) The Giant Panda, which lives only in China, is still under threat. Some action groups try to prevent the illegal killing of Pandas and prevent the destruction of their environment.

3) Dolphins, Whales & Porpoises face many threats from human activities. The greatest is their accidental capture in fish-nets. Other threats include pollution from land & sea. Each year 300 000 Whales, dolphins & Porpoises die each year in fishing nets.

4) By 1990 there were fewer than 2000 Black Rhinoceros in Africa. They are continually being killed for the value of their horns.

The good news is that as individuals we can help to conserve wildlife & the Natural Environment by supporting Action Groups like the WWF.

Will include display of wild birds of prey.  Youngsters will also walk around with face masks of wild animals and accompany a banner with wildlife image to front to display to congregation.

The reading - The Worlds resources have become scarce because we have not cared enough about the Environment. Recycling is just one way of helping our Environment. We can Reduce – Reuse – Recycle.   ‘God so loved the World that he gave to us his only Son’. Surely we value our Natural world enough to make just a few small sacrifices ourselves.   It is true that we live in a   ‘Quick-fix, Throw-Away World‘.  We need to try and think less about what we WANT and more about what others need for example thinking about the future generations.   ‘We can all do our bit’ by finding more sustainable ways to live. We can:

1) Use plastic containers for our sandwiches instead of throwaway foil or cling-film
